Your child will need to wear
school uniform, sensible shoes, bring a waterproof coat and apply sun cream if the day
iS a sunny one.

We understand that, at present, many of our parents are suffering great hardships and
that the cost of living crisis is causing a real concern for many of you. We know that
there will be some difficult choices for you to make with regards your child attending this
trip and other financial commitments.

The charge is £12.50 which covers cost of the coach fare and the insurance costs.
However, it is necessary to ask for voluntary contributions for the visit to take place and
the contribution of £6.25 per pupil is required to ensure that the visit takes place.
